3 A KBA bowhunter uses only equipment of adequate power and construction guaranteeing a good chance of quick, clean kill
and lessening the likelihood of wounded, unrecovered game. His bows are above 40 pound standard draw and his broadheads

4 A KBA bowhunter knows his own and his equipments capabilities and limitations. He never shoots recklessly, at random, or at
unidentified objects or at game atdistances or under circumstances not conductive to his making a quick, clean kill. He searche
long and diligently to recover any wounded game.
